General Observations
Common themes and issues:
· There is no universally accepted common definition of pro bono for all jurisdictions.
· The bar associations typically have their own definition that other firms and organisations may or may not follow. 
· If an individual jurisdiction has its own definition it is usually not compulsory but instead a general guideline for practitioners.
· Individual lawyers and law firms generally have their own in-house definition used as guidelines for employees.
· Sometimes “pro bono” and “legal aid” are clearly distinguished, other times the line between the two is blurred.
· Many times “pro bono” is just a commonly understood term rather than having an explicit definition.
· Goals and methods to accomplish the goals are usually intertwined with the definition of pro bono. 

Possible substantive “pro bono” inclusions:
· Who qualifies to receive aid.
· The amount of hours expected of legal professionals.
· The type of compensation a legal professional may receive.
